Overseas Student’s Insurance in Korea


Insurance policy at Ajou 
ALL Ajou International Students are required to purchase Health Insurance. Students must enroll for the full period of your study, from the date of your arrival to the date of your departure to your home country. It is your responsibility to have the insurance, and you are also responsible for any issue that may be arise if you are not insured. 
Students should submit a copy of the insurance contract within 1 week from their arrival. Please notice that the issuance of the documents such as Certificate of Enrollment, Transcripts, etc. can be restricted if students don’t submit a copy of the insurance contract.
Students can buy a health insurance from the home countries, or students can buy insurance through Ajou OIA.  As OIA has a contract with an insurance provider, we recommend you purchase insurance through OIA at the discounted amount. Of course, you can arrange for other insurance coverage for the full period of your studies. 

Detailed information including the exact amount of insurance will be announced at the orientation.
